· Reading: The Defendant’s Characteristics by David G.Myers.
· General goal(s): Identify fact and opinion.
· Specific objectives (number of objectives is determined by the team):

1.  Review by using index cards.
2.  Introduce today lesson.
3.   Read book.
4.   Comprehension check-up.
5.   Vocabulary.

· Materials required: Paper, markers, name tag, index cards, picture books.
· Introduction of the lesson to group being taught: In persuasive and expository essays, authors use fact and opinions to support or to illustrate his main idea; therefore, in order to evaluate the accuracy of the author main point, you need to have an ability to recognize the differences between fact and opinion.
· Specific explanations:

Picture book:


1. Fact and Opinion

Fact: 

· A statement can be proved by yourself or reliable authority.
Note: Fact can change over time.

Opinion: 

· Can’t be proved.

· Based on your thoughts, feeling, or judgement. 

· Other people may agree or disagree with your opinion.

· Can be supported by fact.

3. Clues to identify an opinion.
· Statements that relate to future event and probability.

· Statements which include words like: I believe, in my opinion, in my view, best/worst, greatest, highest/lowest, most/least.

· Practice examples:

· My husband and I took a three-mile hike on Sunday. (F)

· My spring break was too short. (O)

· X-men is an excellent movie. (O)
· Today’s temperature is 115F. (F)

· In 2012, the world will be end. (O)

· Quiz examples:

1. How did Mike Milligan take care of his steam shovel? He took such a good care that his steam shovel never grew old.

2. How did Mike and Mary Anne dig when people stop and watch them? They dug faster and better.

3. Which town was going to build a new town hall? Popperville.

4. What happened after Mike and Marry Anne finished their job? They were stuck in the cellar.

5. “Mary Anne can dig as much in a day as a hundred men can dig in a week?” this is a fat or an opinion? At the beginning of the story, this is an opinion because it hasn’t been proved and Mike is not sure about that. But after Marry Anne digs a cellar in one day, it becomes a fact.
· Vocabulary:

· Shovel: noun, a vehicle which has long handle and a scoop, used for taking up, throwing earth, snow, coal…

· Skyscraper: noun, a tall building with many stories use for office commercial.

· Furnace: noun, a space surrounded on all side by walls and a roof for heating metal or glass to very high temperature.

· Janitor: noun, a person employed in an apartment house, office building or school.

· Pit: noun, a deep hole.
· Team evaluation of learning group:

· Team evaluation of their own teaching strategies:
